3. Text formatting should be A4, with 3 cm field left, 2 cm right, 2 cm top, 1,5 cm bottom. Single line spacing, Times new roman (Unicode) 14 pt Justified.
4. Article title – Times New Roman, Font Size: 16 рt, Font Style: Regular, Bold, Alignment: Centered; All Caps.
5. Authors data – one line spacing (14 pt) after the title – authors given and surname, Times New Roman, Font Size: 16 рt, Font Style: Regular, Bold, Alignment: Centered. If there is more than one author the names are written one after the other.
6. Abstract – one line spacing (14 pt) – up to 500 simbols, Times New Roman 12 pt, Italic, Line Spacing: Single, Alignment: Justified..
7. Keywords – one line spacing (14 pt) after the pacing, no more than 5 (five), Times New Roman 12 pt, Italic, Line Spacing: Single, Alignment: Justified.
8. Main body of the article – two lines spacing (14 pt) after the keywords – Times New Roman 14 pt, Alignment: Justified.
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
